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Football League Fair Play Policy 2019-2020
1. The network is committed in providing and creating sporting opportunities for children to raise levels of participation in the borough.

2. The league is run solely for the enjoyment and participation of the children that are involved.

3. Children, Teachers & Spectators should respect the decisions of the referee at all times.

4. We ask teachers to inform any spectators and parents that are brought along to respect all of our staff and to refrain from shouting at the referee in play. If this is not abided by we will ask for the individual to be removed and not allowed back. The game may also be stopped until that person has left the premises.

5. Failure to attend 2 fixtures in a row or 3 fixtures through the duration of the league warrants immediate removal.

6. Failure to turn up to a fixture and turning up late without notice will result in the other team being awarded a 4-0 win. Consistent lateness may result in your team being disbanded from the league.

7. Teams must arrive before 4:20pm, if no notification is given on lateness then opponents can be sent back with the opposition awarded a 4-0 victory.

8. If parents/carers are attending to watch they must arrive with their school team or they will not be allowed entry to the Bacon’s College site.

9. Lastly, any acts of inappropriate behaviour by teachers or spectators from any school will be treated with the highest scrutiny and the school will be removed from the league immediately.
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
